EVALUATING PROCESSES AND PRODUCTS

As with any design and make process we understand that an integral part of the process is evaluating the processes and products work.  

The following evaluation sheet could help students to evaluate the processes that they followed at making it!.  We have related the evaluation sheet to the National Curriculum section 3 in order to meet your curriculum needs.  

How the sheet could be used

· Individually – students could complete the sheet

· In pairs they could ask each other and also give feedback on each other’s designs and products

· Group discussion  - the questions could be used as a stimulus for the class to discuss their products.

· Information gathered could be used to find out what the group felt as a whole, eg the results of the judgements made on the quality of other people’s products.

· From this ICT and numeracy skills could be developed – pupils could produce comparative charts and statistical information of their group findings.
